Parkbay Planting Schedule

Landscape Statement

The brief for the Landscape scheme was to create a development with 

a strong identity that refl ected and reinforced the ‘exotic’ feel that is an 

underlying feature of the locality particularly the coastal edge around 

Torbay.  The site adjoins Brixham Road itself situated to the western ex-

tremities of the built up area of Torbay forming the urban fringe. The site 

topogrpahy is gently sloping  rising to form a local ridge in the southern 

most corner.  Brixham Road forms part of the ring road which serves 

all the towns and outlying rural hinterland. As such tyhe road is a key 

route for locals and visitors to the area. It will therefore be important for 

the development to integrate well with the sites urban/rural fringe con-

text whilst providing a high quality street scene along Brixham Road. 

The landscape design concept can be broken down into two broad themes.

Coastal Garden

This theme will run through the main streetscene spaces throughout the 

site. Taking inspiration from the coastal edge with the sea, planting beds 

will have shingle/gravel surfaces with low hardy mediterranean planting. 

This theme will form the basis for the large public open space to the south 

were a community garden will be created with a SUDS water feature in 

the form of a riverbed with stone and pebbles and timber driftwood fea-

tures, seating platforms, and surrounded by waves of low vegetation.

Tropical Garden

This theme takes inspiration from the shelterd oasis’s to be found  along the 

coast that provides an ideal micro climate for more hardy tropical exotics and 

architrectural plants. This theme will appear in pockets through the streetscene 

and will be the primary planting theme within the main public open space area 

to the south of the site, with lush green foliage and cool white and blue fl owers.

The Pine Belt

The pine belt takes inspiration from both the Tropical and Coastal themes 

and blends these with a more native rural feel so as to assimilate the devel-

opment within its surroundings. The pine belt is the sites interface with Brix-

ham Road. It acts as an integrating buffer zone being linear and narrow in 

shape (6-9m wide including the highways improvement land) its land cover 

will be layered to create depth and give the impression of a more gener-

ous informal and naturalized tree lined boulevard. The layering starts with 

a species rich grass verge combining native wild fl ower and grass species 

with natural swathes of narcissus (daffodils) bulbs. Small loose groups and 

singular pine trees (Scots and Black) will meander along the road within 

the verge and set back slightly. These create a strong presence and help 

to shield and soften the new housing. A further layer partially behind the 

pine and against the boundary’s to residential gardens will be a wave of 

native thicket planting. This will comprise hedgerow species with a slight 

twist of sea buckthorn with its grey foliage and bright orange berries for 

added interest. This will be a broken band of vegetation  to allow views out 

of the site and windows in. these windows will pick out larger fastigate oaks 

trees that will be strategically planted in the larger back garden spaces.

The existing western boundary hedge will be enhanced and rein-

vigorated through positive management and replanting where nec-

essary to maintain this important existing landscape feature.
